The present book is the result of the author's long-term interest in the literary work of Milada
Souckova (1899-1983) and its place in Czech and world literature. The author naturally sees
Souckova's writing as part of transnational modernism and elaborates this relationship using a
network of concepts drawn from contemporary New Modernist studies. Central to the author's
thinking about Milada Souckova and the Czech variant of modernism in general is the notion
of archaeology, which on the one hand defines her own approach and on the other defines the
object of her investigation (the excavation of a recurrent modernist topos, thematizing a tense
and ambiguous relationship to the past). The archaeological tendency of modernism is
particularly prominent in modernist epic poetry (G. Apollinaire, T. S. Eliot), whose reception
in the Czech environment and its connection with Milada Souckové's poetic composition

Mluvici pasmo (Talking Zone) is the subject of the second section of the book.
